Dear Parents and Carers,

I am writing to raise an urgent concern regarding the parking at drop‑off, and collection times outside the school.  The traffic congestion on Danescourt Way and surrounding streets is impeding visibility for both drivers and pedestrians.

As a school community, safety must always come first.  I am extremely worried that without immediate improvement, an accident may occur—and by then, it will be too late.  I have been made aware that images of unsafe parking have been shared on the Danescourt Community Group Facebook page.  These highlight issues such as double‑parking, stopping on the zig‑zag markings and vehicles obstructing the entrances to the school staff car parks. 

When cars are parked either mounted on pavements opposite parked cars or across these access points, there is increased risk of an accident involving pedestrians and other drivers. 

To support us in addressing these concerns, I have requested enhanced patrols and enforcement from the Neighbourhood Policing Team.  However, the most effective solution will always come from our whole community working together.

I am asking all parents and carers to please:
· Avoid double‑parking or pulling up alongside another vehicle.
· Do not stop or park on the school zig‑zags or solid lines under any circumstances.
· Keep all entry and exit points to the school car parks and main entrance completely clear.
· Allow extra time when arriving, so there is no cause to stop in unsafe places.
· Consider walking, cycling, or scooting where possible to reduce traffic at peak times.

I appreciate that mornings and afternoons are very busy and that parking on Danescourt Way is limited. However, the safety of every child must remain our shared priority.

Thank you for your understanding and cooperation in helping keep our school safe.
