Dear Parents/Carers

It is with regret that I am writing to inform you that we have made the difficult decision to cancel our Last Night of the Proms event, which was scheduled to take place tomorrow on Tuesday 23rd June at 6.00 pm.

Due to the extreme heat weather warning currently in place, and after carefully considering the welfare of all those attending, it is not safe to proceed.  With a full audience expected in the hall and no air-conditioning available, conditions are likely to become uncomfortably hot for pupils, families and staff.  As a school, we have a duty of care to ensure a safe environment for all, and therefore we believe cancellation is the most responsible course of action.

I appreciate that this news will be very disappointing.  The children, peripatetic staff and Miss Walters, have worked incredibly hard in preparation for the event and we know that many families were looking forward to celebrating their achievements and talents.  Please be assured that this decision has not been taken lightly and has only been made after careful consideration of the circumstances.

Unfortunately, due to the number of diary commitments, availability of peripatetic staff and the limited time remaining in the academic year, we are unable to reschedule the concert before the end of term.

Naturally we understand that this would have been Year 6’s final Last Night of the Proms.  We will record our Year 6 performances during the week ahead.  Ensuring we have consent for pupils to be published via the website, these videos will be uploaded to the class pages for families to enjoy.  We will also provide the pupils with a copy of the programme. 

I completely understand the disappointment that this cancellation will cause and thank you for your understanding and support.  While this is not the outcome any of us had hoped for, the safety and wellbeing of our pupils, families and staff must remain our priority.
